Sermon Recap

Pastor Tim's sermon "Legacy" on Memorial Day underscores the importance of leaving behind a
spiritual legacy rooted in faith. He contrasts heritage with legacy, urging the congregation to focus on
passing down values and faith rather than material possessions. Emphasizing the transmission of faith
to future generations, he stresses the role of parents and grandparents in shaping the spiritual
upbringing of children.
